What kind of composition did you use in this artwork? 

Is it messy? Neat and orderly? Explain. 

Is there a sense of space and depth in the work? 

Does it look flat or three-dimensional? Explain.

Did you have a concept when creating this artwork? 

What was your idea or theme? Do you think you got your point across?

Where you inspired by another artwork we saw in class?

How did it inspire you? Was it based on style, concept, composition or something else?

How does this artwork relate to the other work in your portfolio?
Is there some similarity between this and your other artworks? Do you see a connection between your artworks?

If you saw your artwork in a museum/gallery what would you say?

What do you think other people would say if they saw your work?

Are you satisfied with your finished artwork?

Are there things you would change or do differently?

Does your artwork make you think or feel something you weren’t expecting?
